A Certificate of Completion is given to all first year stu-
dents at the end of the school year for successfully
meeting the following requirements:

2. A CUMULATIVE GRADE POINT AVERAGE OF 70% MUST BE
MAINTAINED.

3. CLASS ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS AS OUTLINED IN THE
HANDBOOK MUST BE FULFILLED.

4 EVERY STUDENT MUST GIVE EVIDENCE OF TRUE CHRISTIAN LIFE &
CHARACTER DURING THE SCHOOL YEAR AT EIWTC IN ORDER
TO BE RECOMMENDED BY THE FACULTY FOR A CERTIFICATE.

GRADUATION

To be eligible to receive a diploma for the second-year
program, a student must meet the following
requirements.

1. THE ASSIGNED COURSES MUST BE SATISFACTORILY
COMPLETED.

2. A CUMULATIVE GRADE POINT AVERAGE OF 75%
MUST BE MAINTAINED.

3. CLASS ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS AS OUTLINED IN
THE HANDBOOK MUST BE FULFILLED.

4, Every candidate for graduation must give
evidence of frue Christian life and character during the
school year at EIWTC in order to be recommended by
the faculty for graduation.

5. Attendance at graduation rehearsal & commence-
ment is required of all second year graduates.
Permission to graduate in absentia will only be granted
by the Dean of EIWTC in case of an emergency.

STUDENT POLICIES

All Training Center rules apply to both first and second-year
students. It is anticipated that second-year students will
conduct themselves in a manner that will be an example to
the first-year students.

CoNbDucrt

CLASS ATTENDANCE Policy

Attendance is required in all classes. WE DO NOT
EXPECT YOU TO BE ABSENT. Each online student should
expect to spend a minimum of 6 hours of time each
week to view their classes and do the quizzes following
online. There may be other reading assignments giv-
en.

Absences

Online students have the flexibility to view classes “live”
or by “archive.” There is a 7 day period for the student
to finish their work for each class.

Absentees for online students are tracked by the online
quiz following each lesson.

Any student who fails to accomplish their online quiz for
3 or more days in any particular class, without an ex-
cused absence will be required to schedule a meeting
with the Dean for a review of the absences along with
possible disciplinary action.

Excused absences are absences that result from
extreme circumstances (i.e., illness under doctor's care,
death in the immediate family, etfc.)

Due to the flexibility that the online school pro-
vides, EIWTC expects all online students to com-
plete all their quizzes/work for all classes within the
given 7 day period.

Exceptions include any extreme circumstances that prohib-
its you from watching, including: out-of-the country travel
with limited internet use or sickness/illness that requires you to
be out for 7 days. Proper documentation must be provided
and acceptance is af the discretion of administration. Issues
due to computer problems are not valid excuses—please
make all efforts fo complete coursework.
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QUIZZES:

Each online student MUST complete the online quiz for
each class viewed online to receive attendance credit
for that particular class.

Online students have the option to watch classes “live”
on the class nights or watch the video archives posted
24 hours after the “live” class. The online quiz for each
class will also be posted 24 hours after the “live” class.
Students will always be given 7 days to take the quiz,
even if a quiz is posted more than 24 hours after the live
closs.

Quizzes have unlimited time limits and may be attempt-
ed twice. Students are encouraged to open the quiz to
view the questions while watching the live class.

MP3 downloads of the class are also available.
EXAMS:

3 exams will be given each semester to determine your
grade for the course.

Exam formats may differ from instructor to instructor.

Most exams will have tfime limits fo complete the work.
Make sure that you clear your schedule for the 10—15
minutes that will be needed to take your exam. You
must complete your exam and submit your answers
within the given fime limit to receive credit for your an-
swers. Once you open your exam, your time limit be-
gins—absolutely NO EXCEPTIONS!  ADMINISTRATION
CAN SEE WHEN EACH STUDENT HAS OPENED THE EXAM .

Exams will be posted on Monday night of exam week at
6 PM(CST) and will remain on the site until the following
Monday evening at 11:59 (CST). Late exams can be
taken after the 5 day period but will be penalized up to
25%.
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All students will be responsible for attending and keep-
ing up with all 6 of their classes. The schedule is listed on
the following pages.

Once you receive your login and password, please veri-
fy that you are enrolled in all 6 classes that you are sup-
posed to be taking.

A failing grade in any class will result in an unsatisfactory
grade and student will not be recommended to move
on to the next level.
